  What is the Mentoring Program?


Student mentoring at Franklin County Public Schools is defined as a one-to-one relationship between a youth and an adult that occurs over a prolonged period of time. The mentor provides consistent support, guidance, and concrete help to a student who is in need of a positive role model. Students involved in the mentoring program may be going through a difficult and/or challenging situation, a period of life in which they need extra support, or they may simply need to have another significant adult present in their life. The goal of student mentoring is to assist students involved in the mentoring program to gain the skills and confidence to be responsible for their own futures. 


An adult interested in becoming a student mentor must be someone who will be a positive influence in a child’s life. The most crucial role for a student mentor is to be an adult who has time for a child, who cares about that child and who believes in that child1 


The school asks that a student mentor spend a minimum of one hour a month with their child. This relationship between the student and mentor takes place during the school day at the child’s school.

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                  Community Support Needed for the Backpack Snack Program


I want to take a moment to give you statistics of children and families in Kentucky that go hungry every day:


In the U.S.: 36.2 million people live in households considered to be food insecure. Of these 36.2 million, 23.8 million are adults (10.6 percent of all adults) and 12.4 million are children (16.9 percent of all children)


In Kentucky: Kentucky ranks 8th highest in the nation for poverty. 12.7 million of Kentucky children are food insecure. That means 2 out of every 10 children go hungry.


FRYSC Coordinator Pamela Tate wants to lower these statistics. In 2006 she started a program called “Backpack Snack”. Every week students gets a backpack  of nutritious food on Friday to sustain them over the weekend. The program has grown in multitudes, supplying 200 + students in Frankfort and Franklin County and the numbers are growing every day.  From the beginning of the Backpack Pack program the goal has been to make this a community endeavor, enabling those who would like to assist in feeding the children we serve.
